Do not use this unit in any of the locations mentioned
below, as this may impair the sound quality or result in
failure or breakdown,

Location near a window where the unit may be exposed
to direct sunlight or other extremely hot locations.
Locations with a particularly low temperature.

Locations exposed to high levels of moisture or dust,
Locations susceptible to vibration.

In order to prevent cord breakage and shortcircuits, take
hold of the plug, not the actual cord, when disconnecting it
from the power outlet, If the unit is not to be used for
prolonged periods of time, disconnect the plug from the
power outlet.

Make sure that you disconnect the power cord and detach
connecting cables to other equipment before moving the
unit.

If the output cords are connected or disconnected when the
volume level should always be set with care, as the applica-
tion of excessive input to the amplifier may cause damage to
the amplifier or speakers. Aiways remember to switch off the
power switch before connecting and disconnecting the
output cords.

Do not wipe the unit with benzine or thinner, and do not use
aerosol sprays in its vicinity. Always use a soft cloth to wipe
the unit.

Remember to disconnect the power piug from the power
outlet whenever there is a thunderstorm in order to
prevent accidents resulting from lightning.




FRONT PANEL AND CONTROLS

@ PITCH control

Use this to adjust the pitch., The
pitch rises when the control is
rotated clockwise from the ‘O’
reference position, and conversely
it falls when the control is rotated
counterclockwise, This control is
handy for ensembles with other
musical instruments.

* Variable pitch range:

438 to 452Hz
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€ TONE levers
Select the organ, string or brass instrument
sound and adjust it with these levers,
The further the lever is slid toward “10",
the louder the sound becomes. To produce
an ensemble effect, simply select one of
the ENSEMBLE (8) buttons,
®ORGAN:
Used to adjust the 8', 4" and 2' organ
sound.
®STRING:
Used to adjust the 8" and 4’ string sound.
®BRASS:
tUsed to adjust the 8" and 4’ brass sound.
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# TRANSPOSE button

When this button is depressed, the
pitch is raised by one octave.

© VIBRATO lever

With this lever it is possible to
produce a vibrato effect where the
sound, yielded by the fingers with
stringed instruments and by the
lips with wind instruments, is
vibrated finely.

®SPEED control:
Used to adjust the vibrato speed.
The further the lever is set toward
“F" the faster the vibrato effect
produced.

®DEPTH control:
Used to adjust the vibrato depth.
The further the lever is set toward
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© ENSEMBLE buttons
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These button are used to create an ensemble effect along with the
organ, string and brass sounds.

®¢ORGAN:

Depress this button to add an ensemble effect to the

organ sound adjusted with the tone lever.

®STRING:

Depress this button to add an ensemble effect to the

string sound adjusted with the tone lever.

®BRASS:

Depress this button to add an ensemble effect to the brass

sound adjusted with the tone lever.

®SPEED:

This is used to set the ensemble effect speed to slow (*17)

OQATTACK button
Depress this button when playing
soft tunes to relax by. This has
the effect of softening the rise of
the sound.

© SUSTAIN buttons
With one or both of these buttons
depressed, the sound does not
fade away immediately when the
keys are released but is sustained
even after that.
®SHORT button:
When this is depressed, the sustain
effect of shorter duration is
obtained.
¢ LONG button:
When this is depressed, the sustain
effect of longer duration is
obtained.
* When both LONG and SHORT
buttons are depressed simulta-
neously, LONG takes priority.

O BRILLIANCE lever
This control is designed to make
bright tunes even brighter. When
the lever is slid to the 10" side,
the whole sound takes on added
brilliance.
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© VOLUME control
This is used to adjust the overall
level of the sound. When rotated
clockwise, the volume increases
and when rotated counterclock-
wise, the volume is reduced,

D Power indicatoi
When the rear panel power switch
is turned on, this red light-
emitting diode lights up to
indicate that power is being
supplied. It goes off when the
power switch is turned off.
